You also need a
Property Transfer Affidavit. These can be found on our Lee Twp website or picked up at the hall.

e Columbarium Niches are available for $250 each and Cemetery Plots 5 for $2,000 or 1 for $500,
contact the Clerk at Lee Twp Hall for more information.

e How much does it cost to rent the Hall? Our hall seats 200 people, with a choice of round tables or
rectangle tables, has a full kitchen, double ovens, lots of supplies, and looks beautiful when
decorated for a special event.
