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You may see the assessor out and
about in our Township reviewing
the buildings and property
changes. It is a state requirement
that 20% of our township be
reviewed, not county any
properties with building permits.
Residents need to apply
Homestead (PRE) Exemption after
they purchase a home or after a
deed, transfer of property or
updating a Trust/LIFE lease
(Recordable deed). You also need
a Property Transfer Affidavit.  
These can be found on our Lee
Twp website or pick up at the hall.
